In Ruby Class, we love learning through independent discovery time. During this time, we have exciting creative provision to explore that all links to our learning. We complete daily Maths and Phonics lessons, and have choosing shelves relating to these subjects to help promote independence. We also have  Construction, Small World and Role Play areas inside our classroom to promote creativity and choice. We have a reading den to have some quiet reading time, and focus activities on our tables. We are also lucky enough to have our Ruby Garden, an outdoor space that children can access during discovery time.
Daily Routines
The bell goes at 8.50am and we come into school. We put our coats and book bags in our lockers (they have our names on) and go in to the classroom where we have milk or water to drink if we want it. Then we start our day by filling in our daily timetable, followed by a days of the week and alphabet song. This then leads us into our phonics lesson at 9.00am. 


Things to know about Reception
· All parents will have access to Tapestry where you will be able to see what the children have been doing at school. If you need any help accessing this, please contact Miss Fletcher.
· Your child will be added to their new teachers Class Dojo. Updates and useful information will continue to be shared via this app. If you do not have it and need some support, please come and see us. 
· All uniform must be clearly labelled. This includes book bags, jumpers, t-shirts, shoes, trousers, skirts, shorts, even socks if possible. Anything that children will be wearing to school and may take off. 
· Water bottles are provided so no need to bring one for the classroom.
· PE kits need to be clearly labelled.
Things to help your child get ready for Reception
· Reassure them and show them this letter to remind them who their teacher will be.
· Continue to support them to be independent with as many things as possible. 
· Read with them as much as you can. The more exposure to different books the better! 
· Apps such as Whiterose and Teach Your Monster to Read are great at supporting your child with their learning at home.
