	To provide children with unique sporting opportunities to develop their resilience.
	·  Over the course of the year the children have had a wide range of sporting taster days booked such as, balance bikes, drama workshops, dance and drama workshops at a local high school, sporting experience days and football workshops. A number of these were impacted by covid 19 and the subsequent lockdowns..
· All pupils engaged in two hours of PE per week. This has improved pupil’s concentration, commitment and self-esteem leading to high interests in sports development outside of school and improved behavior.
· Activall Boards were purchased to engage the children in competitive games. These also have developed children’s engagement with physical activity and have acted as a useful reward tool to challenge behaviour.


	To continue to develop greater links with the community to increase the delivery of high-quality P.E. in and out of school hours.
	· A link has been developed alongside Gainsborough Trinity football club to provide in school and extracurricular sporting opportunities within the local area.
· Local coaches to run assemblies to enhance the profile of local community sports clubs. (Covid-19 Impact)
· Working with the local community to provide parents details about local sporting clubs and external sporting opportunities.

	To develop more inter/ intra school competitions.  
	· Discussions were had with several Infant and Junior schools in an attempt to arrange inter school competitions during the coming academic year (Impacted by COVID 19)
· Positive links have been created with Gainsborough Trinity Football Foundation who will deliver schemes of work from Nursery to Year 2. These schemes will focus on healthy competition, healthy eating and PSHE.  
· Sports week planned for all children to engage in. The children will be competing in class bubbles due to Covid-19 restrictions. All children to take part in sports day competitions.

	To develop extra-curricular sporting provision for after school hours
	· Year 2 school football team was put in place for the summer term when Covid-19 restrictions were lifted. 
· Plans were put in place to run a school cricket team in the summer term. (Impacted by COVID 19) 
· Plans were put in place to have a multisport club which was impacted by COVID 19

	To increase knowledge, skills and qualifications in PE of staff
	· School survey was sent to all members of staff to understand the areas of need for development. 

	To develop staffs understanding of safe practice.
	· Twilight meeting was organised with all members of staff to discuss safe practice. (Impacted by COVID 19)
· School staff meeting was organised to discuss new planning format and look at the key areas of strength and development to move PE forward at Hillcrest Early Years Academy.
· PE lead has begun a level 5/6 qualification in Primary PE Specialism.
