The Nursery curriculum is taught both in the indoor and outdoor environments. We aim to play outside as much as possible and in all weathers as we free flow. We have so much fun doing lots of different activities such as; making friends, building, speaking to each other, making up games, singing songs, dressing up, counting, being creative and dancing! We do lots of different activities to support our gross and fine motor skills! 
Daily Routines
When the children first come to Little Sparkles, the routine is very flexible depending on the needs of the children. However, a normal day will consist of a short carpet time with a welcome song, discovery time, snack and then home time. As the year goes on, more things are added. In everything that we do in Little Sparkles, there is a learning element, but the children won’t even know that they are learning as they will be having so much fun!
Things to know about Nursery 
· Ensure nappies and wipes are sent in a clearly labelled bag. 
· All uniform must be clearly labelled. This includes jumpers, t-shirts, shoes, wellies, trousers, skirts, shorts, even socks if possible. Anything that the children will be wearing to Nursery and may take off. 
· Snack will be provided by the Little Sparkles team, but please send your child with a clearly labelled water bottle. 
· If your child has recently been toilet trained and you feel they may have an accident, please send a clearly labelled bag or rucksack with spare clothes, socks and underwear and wet wipes. If you would like support with toilet training, please speak to a member of staff. 
Things to help your child get ready for Nursery
· Encourage independence – Encourage them to dress and undress themselves as much as possible, especially putting on their coat. If they are staying all day and will be eating a packed lunch, please practice using the lunchbox and ensure they are able to open and close any boxes or bags that you are putting their food in. Please encourage your child to begin using the toilet rather than a potty. 
· Develop speaking and listening skills – encourage your child to listen when you speak. This is a very hard concept for such small children but any encouragement and support with this from home would help. 
· Allow your child to discuss Nursery with you. Walk or drive past school if you can and encourage them to talk about it. Be positive as much as you can. We understand that it can be very stressful for both you and your child when you leave them at Nursery, but the more positive you are, the better it will be for your child. 
· Other things that can help are; singing nursery rhymes, reading stories and sharing books, counting, colour recognition, mark making on large bits of paper, practicing dressing and undressing, practicing using the toilet independently and lots of opportunities to explore outside and look at plants and animals.
