Little Sparkles is the first step to learning at Hillcrest Early Years Academy. This is our 2-3 year old room and supports children’s first step into their educational life. 
In Little Sparkles, we use our skills progression document to inform our enhancements throughout the environment and give our children a ‘Window into the world’ through carefully chosen books.
Enhancements are created by our highly skilled and imaginative staff and the enhancements follow our Long-Term Plan. Our enhancements are also based on the children’s interests. Our adults observe the children’s interests and fascinations and plan enhancements to suit the needs of individual children and the group. We use the observation, interaction, reflection, planning and response model to inform weekly planning. 
Our Continuous provision is planned to follow our bespoke curriculum and we consult the early excellence guide to continuous provision. 
We have a free flow from indoor to outdoor discovery time to give our children the chance to independently explore their environment and feel safe throughout their time at nursery. 
Our highly skilled adults are trained to deliver and incorporate Quality Interactions within the environment using the SHREC approach. 
Our well-planned learning environment offers uninterrupted time for children to follow their own ideas and interests. 
We have low starting points with our communication and language, so we ensure we have a language rich environment and high quality interactions during discovery time so children feel safe to learn and this stimulates early language development, a school development priority for next year (2024/25).
