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 Geography Curriculum
EYFS, Year 1 and 2

	Intent
	In EYFS humanities are taught through the Understanding the World strand of their curriculum. The whole curriculum has been reviewed to ensure a proportionate amount of time is spent covering each aspect and the topics across their English Talk4Writing curriculum, adequately cover the expectations within these subjects.
Teachers across KS1 are following the planning supplied by Rising Stars which follows the intent and the scheme. Key concepts, skills and knowledge are included in the planning, however individual lesson plans are adapted by the class teachers to meet the needs of our children. Resources from Rising stars are used to help teachers to present information and promote discussion, however these will continue to be adapted as required. Teachers will use quality questioning and Rosenshine principles to ensure children have a solid understanding of the subject and are able to use reasoning to support their arguments.
According to subject evaluation questionnaire staff feel that their subject knowledge is strong enough to teach the subjects effectively.  


	Implementation
	The Early Years Foundation Stage Curriculum supports children’s understanding of geography through the planning and teaching of ‘Understanding the World’. This aspect is based around how children find out about and explore the world around them, both in their locality and in contrasting environments. Children are encouraged to think about similarities and differences between natural environments and cultural differences in this country and different countries. Children are given opportunities to explore the world around them, making observations and through stories.
Practitioners encourage investigative behaviour and raise questions such as, ‘What do you think?', ‘Tell me more about?', 'What will happen if..?', ‘What else could we try?', ‘What could it be used for?' and ‘How might it work?' 

In KS1, geography will be taught in three half termly blocks opposite a complementary history program. Each of these blocks will focus on a different area of geography to give the children a broad range of topics from which to hone their geography skills. Within each unit children will develop key geographical knowledge, skills and understanding of concepts. They will gain specific background knowledge that underpins the unit being taught. There will be opportunities for relevant fieldwork and map work to enhance the learning.
Teachers across KS1 are following the planning supplied by Rising Stars which follows the intent and the scheme. Key concepts, skills and knowledge are included in the planning, however individual lesson plans are adapted by the class teachers to meet the needs of our children. Resources from Rising stars are used to help teachers to present information and promote discussion, however these will continue to be adapted as required. Teachers will use quality questioning and Rosenshine principles to ensure children have a solid understanding of the subject and are able to use reasoning to support their arguments.


	Impact
	Children are achieving well in these lessons and a high percentage are able to recall the necessary information to meet the expected standard. We will continue to embed Rosenshine principles across the subjects to ensure good retention of information and vocabulary. 
Children’s interest in these subjects has remained high, this is evident in the children’s ability to recall topics from previous terms and their application during lessons. This speaks to the effectiveness of the programmes and to the quality of teaching.
Teachers are now familiar with the programme and have experience of each topic, this has allowed them to tailor each topic to suit the needs of their children.
Overall the impact of the curriculum has been positive.
